HONITON TOWN COUNCIL
EAST DEVON DISTRICT COUNCIL – STREET TRADING IN EAST DEVON

East Devon District Council has recently discussed the Street Trading Policy currently in force in East Devon.  In the main towns including Honiton there is a policy of no street trading with only a few streets where trading is allowed with permission.  These streets are designated as consent streets.
The attached EDDC policy document sets out the policy in more detail and lists the streets in the respective towns.

EDDC is asking for the views of Town Councils on the following:

· Which areas/streets you would like to see available to street traders

· What type of activities or events you would like to see on public areas

The purpose of seeking the views of Town Councils is to amend the policy for the benefit of each town.  The trader(s) will still have to apply for permission in the form of a Licence to sell their wares but will be controlled so as not to have local permanent traders upset and potentially losing out on business.  (Note: for the purposes of this policy street trading does not apply to a market or fair which has a right to be held).

EDDC is asking for responses by 7th June in order to discuss the results and proposed changes to the policy.
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
