                                                   GRANTS - POLICY

The main considerations for the allocation of a Town Council grant will be that an organisation makes a significant contribution to at least one of the following :

a) the health and wellbeing of Honiton residents and visitors

b) the promotion of Honiton as a destination

c) the civic functions of the Town Council

Subject to the fulfillment of the above, the following criteria will apply :

1.   Grants will be awarded on merit.

2.   Self-help will be a necessary qualification for grants and proof of fund-raising efforts should be supplied.

3.   Local branches of national organisations will have to show why assistance is not forthcoming from the parent body.

4.   New organisations will not normally qualify for grants until they have been functioning for a minimum of six months.

5.   Grants will be made only to organisations working for or helping the townsfolk of Honiton, but if assistance is also made available to residents from the surrounding district this will not be a disqualification.

6.   Organisations will not be given a grant more than once a financial year except in exceptional circumstances.

7.   Capital for sporting projects should normally be financed by attempting a loan through the East Devon District Council's Recreational Policy and a copy of that application should be attached to the Town Council's application form.

8.   Applications for grants will be considered in February in order that financial provision may be made in the following year's budget proposals.  Applications for a limited amount may be considered at any time, if an urgent situation arises.

9.   Each application will be the subject of a recommendation by the Policy Committee to the Honiton Town Council.

10.  The attached application should be fully completed and returned for the attention of the Town Clerk, Honiton Town Council Office, New Street, Honiton, EX14 1EY.

11.    Please note that grants awarded by Honiton Town Council rarely exceed £1,000.
