· Flags up in town
· Jubilee oak to be planted in Millennium Green shortly
· Jubilee display in Allhallows Museum
· Hanging baskets looking likely – Chamber of Commerce leading
· St Pauls flowerbed being planted red/white/blue
· Town Crier in town Saturday 26 May, 2 June and 9 June
· Bellringers on Saturday 2 June and Tuesday 5 June
· Senior Citizens Tea Party on Saturday 2 June
· Hospiscare Supper Evening on Saturday 2 June
· Family Tea Parties at St Paul’s and the Baptist Church on Saturday 2 June
· Big Lunch at Allhallows Field on Sunday 3 June
· Celebratory Evensong at St Paul’s Church on Sunday 3 June
· Childrens Sports Event at Allhallows Field on Monday 4 June
· Band Concert at the Millennium Green on Tuesday 5 June
· Memory Cafe Tea Party on Thursday 7 June
· Free concert of local performers on Saturday 9 June

Most of these events, due to donation of time and venues, will be free of charge and have not involved the Town Council in a great deal of organisation.

To make people aware of the range of events, I will be putting press releases out but would also like to produce posters and flyers to advertise the celebrations. I also need to have tickets printed for the concert on 9 June (which is being organised by the Town Council) and there may be need for additional bunting etc.

I would recommend that the Town Council allocates £300 from its reserves to cover these costs.
