The Town Council objects to this application on the grounds set out in the Tree Warden’s report.  The tree is a semi mature wild cherry, it has a height of approximately 8 metres and a trunk diameter of 112 cm.  It is growing to the NE of the property.  The main trunk starts branching at 1.80 metres with further branching giving rise to a typical ascending crown structure.  The branch union appear sound and there is no evidence to suggest of failure.  There is no apparent evidence of deadwood throughout the canopy.  The health of the tree is good and vigour is normal for the age.  The tree is growing on a raised bank, approximately 1.80 metres above the public footpath and 3 metres from the rear boundary.  It is 2.4 metres away from the nearest corner of the garage and 2.5 from the nearest point to the boundary wall.

There is no evidence to suggest that roots are affecting either the garage or the boundary wall.  The main tap root is visible and is growing in a west direction for 1.4 metres towards the garage then gradually turns towards the north away from the property.  There is a smaller root visible which is growing towards the boundary wall.  At the time of the inspection there was no evidence of the presence of fungi either on the tree or in the vicinity of its roots.  The root plate appears sound with no signs of heave.
The tree has high amenity value; it does not appear to be having any detrimental affect on the property.  The Tree Warden considers felling this tree is unnecessary and therefore recommends refusal
