This is to ensure that there is no impact on neighbouring properties particularly as they are residential.

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The Town Council requests that this be made a condition of any grant of planning permission.  The Town Council also notes that the application is for change of use to a coffee shop (mixed A1/A3 use) and requests that any grant of planning permission should be conditional upon the current applicant, Jurassic Coast Coffee Ltd, remaining in situ and operating a coffee shop only.  This is also to ensure that there is no impact on neighbouring properties from any future change of use to a restaurant which would generate kitchen waste from cooking.  The Town Council requests that catering facilities be limited to re-heating of food only in view of the limited storage of waste and proximity to local residential properties.  The Town Council further requests that adequate provision be made for the disposal of cigarettes if tables and chairs are sited outside the property.
