To reconsider the Honiton draft design statement prepared in 2004 but unadopted by East Devon District Council

The Clerk advised Members that it had recently come to light that the design statement drafted in 2004 had never been completed and had not been adopted by East Devon District Council. She had investigated the outstanding items and proposed that a working group be set up to complete this work. A meeting was arranged for Wednesday 29 April at 6.30pm (Cllrs Teare, Farnham, Coombs, Casson plus the Clerk) and this group would report back to the planning committee.

To discuss preliminary drawing from the Highways Agency with regard to Turks Head junction

The Clerk advised that the Highways Agency had forwarded its preliminary drawing for improvements to the Turks Head junction, taking account of the planning conditions for Aldi. Members considered the proposal and instructed the Clerk to make the following observations to the Highways Agency.
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· The Council welcomed the opportunity to be able to comment at this early stage.

· The Council felt that a roundabout was a great improvement to the current T junction.

· The Council would welcome a filter lane to the left at the Motel turning into the High Street to avoid traffic build up on Turks Head Lane as a result of vehicles waiting to turn right.

· The Council would like the Highways Agency to consider phasing the roundabout with traffic lights.

· The Council questions why pedestrian crossings have not been included in the plans.

· The Council queries the relocation of the footpath outside the Motel as it believes this would cause access problems when functions are held.

· The Council would appreciate clarification of the siting of bus stops in Turks Head Lane and Exeter Road.

· The Council queries whether the layby in Exeter Road (prior to Heathpark Way) is being retained.

· The Council welcomes the footpath on the southern side of Exeter Road but would like clarification as to whether it is intended to link up with existing properties.
