We would recommend that the District do not approve this application for the following reasons

 

Visual Impact - the design of the building is not in keeping with the local environment, especially considering its visibility from the bypass and at the approach to the town.

 

Access/traffic - We believe there is a need for pedestrian crossings - across the car park and  across Exeter Road

 

Access/traffic - We question the need for a signal controlled junction as we believe this would put additional pressure on the Turks Head Junction which is already the subject of the LAQM Detailed Assessment Technical Report No AGGX0739/BV/AQ/2475 of May 2007. If a signal controlled junction were to go ahead we would want to see it include a pedestrian phase.

 

Economic Impact - The current facility gives residents an out of supermarket hours service for emergency shopping which would not be provided by the applicant.

Economic Impact  and Related Decisions - We object strongly to the loss of the petrol station, especially in view of the Tesco plans (ref 07/2663/MFUL) which would also involve the loss of a petrol station. If both plans are passed Honiton would be left with one petrol station, which itself is on the Turks Head Road where there are already recognised highways and traffic problems.

 

Access/traffic - Should this application go ahead we are concerned that the Highways Agency come to an agreement as soon as possible so that road improvements are in place at the time of development. Our concern stems from a previous application in Honiton (ref 04/P1359) where a development was permitted but the necessary road improvements are still under consideration by the Highways Agency four years later.

 

On a general note we are disappointed that the plans submitted are not as detailed as we would wish and do not give us all the necessary information we require.
