To note a report on Environmental Health Issues at West Country Laundry

The Clerk reported that the Environmental Health Officer has visited West Country Laundry following complaints. Two laundries have been amalgamated into one and the organisation can legally work 24 hours a day. There is a noise problem at night which is considered a statutory nuisance. The laundry has engaged a noise consultant and engineering works are in hand to overcome the noise problems. Should these prove not suitable, the Environmental Health Officer will issue a control notice.

The Clerk had circulated a report following the training session at East Devon District Council on these new proposed powers. It was agreed that it should be recommended to Honiton Town Council that there would be no great merit in taking on the power regarding trees and that this should be declined.

With regard to the power regarding advertisement applications, it was recognised that this would cause additional workload for the office but that only 4 applications had been considered during the past year. It was therefore agreed to undertake this new power and monitor it over 12 months. The Town Management Advisory Committee would be asked to draft a set of guidelines similar to those produced by Sidmouth Town Council and that these should be considered by the Policy Committee in June.

Councillors expressed their concern about the possibility of double taxation should funding not follow the power on advertisement applications from East Devon District Council. The Clerk was instructed to investigate this further.
