Following input from residents and a site meeting with Councillors, it was agreed that the following recommendations to put forward to Devon County Council regarding parking restrictions in Oaklea. 

· Extend the yellow lines on both sides from the top of Oaklea into Riverside Close. 

· Continue the yellow lines on both sides down to the Gissage bridge

· No restrictions over the Gissage bridge and on the left hand side past the Gissage bridge as this is rarely obstructed

· Put in yellow lines on both sides on the bend past the Gissage bridge round Town Farm Close
