The Town Council objects to the application on the following grounds

· Overdevelopment – the Town Council considers the proposed number of dwellings is not in keeping with the area

· Access/traffic – the Town Council notes concerns raised by residents with

regard to poor visibility on Rosemount Lane resulting in difficulty accessing existing properties.  The Town Council is concerned that the increase in traffic will exacerbate problems on an already busy main route with poor visibility and has requested a site meeting with Devon County Council Highways in order to discuss these concerns
· Health & safety – the Town Council notes that there has been a fatality on this route in past years and is concerned that the likely increase in on street parking will be detrimental to the safety of local residents
· Visual impact – the Town Council is concerned that the proposed development will have a negative impact on the skyline

The Town Council notes that the adjacent road, Rowcroft Close, has not been adopted and requests that East Devon District Council addresses and clarifies the issue of drainage to ensure that there is no detrimental impact on neighbouring properties.  

The Town Council is concerned that the proposed development will result in the loss of wildlife habitat and requests clarification as to the effect on the trees on the site.
The Town Council notes that objection to the application was unanimous.
