Update on the LDF submission process
It was agreed to thank Mr Karime Hassan for giving Councillors a good overview of the LDF submission process, but also to point out that the timescale had been unrealistic.  Concern was also expressed over the timing of the meeting to be held during the day on 24 March as this disenfranchises working people.
The Chairman advised that the Town Council would meet to review its submission, aiming to complete this by the summer.  The submission would also include economic and social issues which have not been addressed to date.

Community Complex – to take account of comments received during the public consultation and to make any amendments

The analysis of comments received during the three week public consultation was tabled.  Councillors discussed proposed changes and agreed that the Clerk take the following amendments to the plans back to the architect:
· Separate access to each of the Registrars’ offices

· Consider reduction in size of upstairs waiting area, including position of toilets

· Ensure Council Chamber is big enough to accommodate public compared with current facilities
· Ensure independent access to projection room 

· Re-locate TIC locked area to the right so that booking desk can be seen from the entrance

· Ensure disabled toilet can accommodate wheelchair and 2 carers

· Ensure sufficient storage for various interested parties’ activities, possibly by installing 2nd floor
· Enhance Dowell Street entrance to Thelma Hulbert Gallery (to be included in planning application) and consider disabled parking, bridal car parking and access to the gardens for wedding parties
· Consider making a feature of Dowell Street corner of café

· Consider position of air conditioning units and address noise issue

· Confirm whether internal walls are non structural

It was agreed that the final plans, incorporating the above amendments, be brought to the Planning Committee to be signed off prior to submission of the planning application.
