31. Notification of planning decisions & copy letters ‑  All conditions contained within the documents were read in full to the meeting.

Grants of Conditional Planning Permission –.

07/1481/FUL – Mrs. C. Holdsworth – 3 Holly Close – Two‑story side extension.

07/0986/MFUL – The Stepping Stone Group Ltd. – Gittisham Hill House  ‑ Extension to care home to create amenity centre/first floor staff accommodation, create ten care assisted living units including car parking (to replace existing approval for a 24‑bed extension/associated facilities and detached amenity centre.)

07/1293/FUL – Mrs. E. Ilsley – St. Margarets Chapel, Exeter Road ‑ Renewal of consent for change of use of chapel to dwelling (02/P1425).  It was agreed that a letter be sent to EDDC supporting their conditions and in particular condition No.4 stating that no development should take place on the site until the applicant, their agents or successors in title have secured a programme of archaeological work in accordance with a written scheme of investigation which has been submitted by the applicant and approved in writing by the Local Planning Authority (Reason – in the interests of archaeology.)  Also requesting that the Town Council be kept updated on this matter.

07/1292/LBC – Mrs. E. Ilsley – St. Margarets Chapel, Exeter Road – Conversion of chapel to dwelling.  Support condition as above.

07/1160/FUL – Mr. Pollard and Mrs. Cook – 2 Otterdale, 4 Kings Road – Erection of garage and loft with velux window.

07/0932/FUL – Mr. & Mrs. Ralph – 45 Glanvill Way – Two storey extension.

07/1213/COU* – Mr. R. Cross – 207 High Street  ‑ COU from vacant land to garden and retention of 6ft. perimeter fencing and gate.

* A letter had also been received from the Enforcement Officer requesting the Town Council’s comments and whether they agree with delegated refusal enforcement to remove the fence. Devon County Council: Grant of Conditional Planning Permission

07/1057/CM – DCC Director of Children & Young People’s Services – Devon Lady classroom, Honiton Primary School – Demolition of Devon Lady classroom and construction of detached single storey building to form a Children’s Centre with associated external works at Honiton Primary School.  The Committee wanted confirmation that a letter to DCC had been sent, as requested at a previous meeting, asking that the Devon Lady classroom be retained and erected at a suitable location for posterity.

32. East Devon Local Development Framework

(a)  EDDC have submitted a questionnaire entitled Statement of Community Involvement – this enquires about the Town Council’s previous involvement in the planning process and how they wish to be involved in the future.  The response is required by 3rd August 2007.  Members present felt that they did not have the relevant information available at the meeting to complete the form and suggested that perhaps the Town Clerk and/or Cllr. Coombs may be in a better position to complete it on behalf of the Town Council, further to their Local Plan involvement.

(b) EDDC state that the Local Development Framework (LDF) will ultimately replace the East Devon Local Plan.  At this stage they require comprehensive details of the facilities and services in each parish and enclosed a map for correction or comment indicating whether the locations were correct.  The  maps were studied in some detail and a list of facilities and alterations were made to submit with the return of the map.  It was agreed that a more detailed map is requested to fully carry out this task.  It was noted that a more thorough mapping exercise of towns is to be carried out at a later date and as yet no comments have been made on the opening hours or products/services provided or levels of use.  A response is required by 4th August 2007.
