To approve the revised draft planning application for the Honiton Bottom Road Allotment Site for submission to East Devon District Council
The Chairman advised that members of the public had notified the committee of their wish to speak and declared the meeting out of session.  Submissions were received as follows:

Mr Kiddle as Chairman of the Honiton Allotments Association gave an assurance that the allotment site would be well managed and kept tidy.  Mr Kiddle invited any local residents to contact him should any issues arise with the allotment site.
Mr Crew as a member of the allotments waiting list queried whether the whole site could be used for allotments, whether the southern pedestrian access gate should be retained, the provision of water and the need for further plots to satisfy demand for allotments.

Mr Kimbell noted that the questions he had raised prior to the meeting had been circulated and advised that he had not objected to the allotments but rather had raised questions regarding the site.
The Chairman declared the meeting back in session.

The revised Design and Access Statement had been circulated together with a report by the Deputy Clerk setting out the planning design principles behind the proposed linear layout of the site with the vehicle access gate at the northern end.  Cllr Allen circulated photographs of vehicles on Honiton Bottom Road and highlighted the need for road safety when considering the location of the access gate.
It was agreed that the site layout, together with the Design and Access Statement be amended to locate the vehicle access gate in the centre of the site.  It was proposed that following this amendment the planning application be approved and submitted to East Devon District Council.  THIS WAS RESOLVED.

Following receipt of the letter from the committee of the Honiton Allotments Association, the Chairman confirmed that a written response would be sent in due course.  
Cllr Coombs suggested that the Town Council reconsider the management of the allotment site at an appropriate time.

A paper from Cllr Allen was tabled at the meeting.  The Chairman advised that in order to give Councillors sufficient time to consider the information and issues raised in the paper, it should be included as an agenda item for the next Town Council meeting.
