The Town Council objects to this application on the grounds set out in the Tree Warden’s report as follows:  T1 is a fine specimen of an oak tree growing within a rural bank.  The tree was retained at the time of the development and adequate separation between the tree and the dwelling was provided.  A new conservatory has been constructed on the eastern elevation, it is part of the property which may now, for a limited part of the morning be most affected by the shadow pattern of the tree.  I do not consider the lower branches should be removed, however a crown clean would remove the deadwood along with any other poorly placed or formed small diameter branches.

 The stated scrub which consists of a variety of native trees should remain but need tidying to blend in with the rest of the hedgerow.  
T2 is a fine specimen of an Oak tree growing in a rural bank.  As with T1 it was retained at the time of the development and adequate separation between the tree and dwelling was provided.  I do not consider the lower branches should be removed to provide a better view and more light to the garden.  However a crown clean would remove deadwood along with poorly formed or placed smaller branches.  The Ash tree which has been mentioned in the application  situated 3 metres to the north of T2, is approximately 4 metres high, the other hedgerow shrubs should not be removed but reduced to blend in with the rural hedgerow.  

If work is allowed on these trees, it should be monitored to make sure that the work recommended is carried out and no further work above what may be approved is done.
