To discuss proposed plans for East View area

Cllr Boom outlined the history of the plots of land in the East View area which were included in the “Vision for Honiton” document. The Clerk had followed up with East Devon District Council and been informed that no development plans had currently been presented for these sites and therefore the associated works were not progressing. 

Members discussed the site and the Chairman proposed that the Planning Committee recommend to the Policy Committee that this scheme be included in the discussions on priorities for the Council. This was agreed.

To discuss Town Council role on Advert applications

The Chairman advised that the Council had been requested by the EDDC Development Manager to put forward comments on the past year’s experience of dealing with Advert consent applications. These comments would feed into a review being carried out by the District Council.

The following comments were made :

· The Town Council feels it is doing a good job with regard to these decisions and would want to continue but has some concerns regarding the process.

· It is felt that the decision has not wholly been handed over to the Town Council; East Devon has queried decisions on a number of occasions.

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· There are problems when listed buildings are concerned; the decision on LBC needs to coincide with the decision on ADV; the comments of the conservation officer need to be sent to the Town Council in advance.

· There are inconsistencies in the information sent to the Town Council; a standardised file needs to be sent so that the Council can be sure that it has all relevant information.

· Comments from consultees need to be sent to the Town Council; at the moment it is often left for the Town Council to look these up on the website, which is not always up to date.
