1. In view of the known problems at the Turks Head Junction a traffic study and solution is in place. Should also take into account the effect of the new town at Cranbrook.

2. The regulation number of cycle stands should be provided.

3. There should be a recycling facility on site.

4.The question of air pollution should be addressed in that location.

5. There should be a bus stop and shelter for eastbound travel outside the store.

6. With such a small parking area it was felt that adjacent sites could be affected at peak times.

7. Pedestrian safety has not been addressed and should be incorporated into no. 1 above.
