To discuss developments regarding the maintenance of Ducks Path.

Cllr Boom and Cllr Coombs outlined the historical and current problems relating to Ducks Path. Following a request in 1978 by the Borough Council, Devon County Council had agreed it was a footpath; it was however felt that it should be reclassified as a highway/walkway in line with a similar decision at Salcombe. The uncertainty regarding this path has led to problems with cleanliness, dog fouling, overgrown areas, surface condition and lighting. The Clerk was 
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Instructed to write in the first instance to Devon County Council asking them to carry out maintenance on Ducks Path.

To note the responses to Parish/Town Council Customer Service Questionnaire.

The responses to a recent East Devon District Council Development Control questionnaire were noted. Main outcomes indicated that it was felt that East Devon District Council carried out the planning process well but needed to take more notice of local opinion. It was also felt that they were good on appeals procedures but not on enforcement.
