6. Results of two site visits

07/0619/FUL – 19 Butts Close ‑ Recommend approval subject to sufficient parking being provided for both the donor and new properties. Concerns were expressed that it would be a departure from the estate plans and the ownership of the land in question see Magnus plans 92/P0404.
