The Chairman outlined the need to consider and agree how best to protect Honiton’s remaining green spaces, most notably Mountbatten Park and Allhallows Field.  Points were discussed as follows:

· That the development of sports pitches at Tower Cross should be in addition to existing sports facilities within the town and that existing facilities should be protected
· That the Town Council explore various methods of protecting green spaces including the option of transferring the land at Mountbatten and Allhallows to the Town Council and applying to register both as village greens allowing for continued use for sporting activities and as a play area

· The introduction of Neighbourhood Plans under the Localism Bill was noted

· The continued consultation and monitoring of air quality in Honiton is to be welcomed and its importance to planning issues was emphasised
