Points raised by the Public Meeting on 25th January 2008

Referring to Tesco’s application reference 07/2663/MFUL

1.  It was felt the traffic assessment was poor there is congestion already, particularly at weekends and in the summer. Access is poor and traffic would back up. All traffic would exit the site on one road and so become a bottleneck.

2.  The road layout would be difficult for articulated lorries

3.  No consideration has been given to pedestrian safety

4.  Access to private garages is necessary along the pedestrian link to the High Street.

5.  Honiton would lose it’s Market Town ambience and destroy it’s character 

6.  Concern was expressed about pollution – light, noise & emissions

7.  No account has been taken about the elderly people living near the existing store as there are no facilities on that site.

8.  No account has been taken of any increase in traffic because of Cranbrook

9.  It was felt all proposals affecting the increase in traffic in the Town should be resisted.

10. No one said they would walk from the new store into the Town

11. EDDC should ensure an independent retail assessment is arranged as it was felt the economic impact would be severe on the Town.

12. The present land is allocated for business / industrial (apart from Rainbow) 

13. No need had been identified. Tesco Direct & deliveries so not overtrading.

14. Emergency vehicles access would be a problem.

15. No pedestrian access for the sports or church facilities

16. Tesco have not approached the Catholic Church who raised the following concerns having consulted with independent consultants:‑

a. Currently parking is permitted in Ottery Moor Lane on a Sunday –car

           park is too small – would create tremendous delays to traffic.


b. St Rita’s is a Site of Scientific Interest


c. Pedestrians bring children for sports


d. The is a right angled bend on Ottery Moor Lane which gives blind spots


e. No ability to make paths


f. The Roman Road would have a bend in it!

17. With no fuel facilities this will generate more traffic with vehicles travelling to the two remaining sites in the Town

18. Contravention of PPS6 – Scale of development – Impact on existing centre – location should be accessible with choice of transport – need for the development has not been assessed

19. Carnival use the present site to assemble

Referring to Tesco’s application reference 07/2664/MFUL (Goonvean)

1.  Overbearing within 10 m of bungalow too high, too big and too close

2.  Noise – 24 hour working

3.  Up to 24 Containers stored outside

4.  Dust expelled over sports field

5.  Too large a development

6.  Would be more appropriate at Heathpark

7.  Access is not good

8.  Concern expressed by the residents of both Rookwood Close and Oaklea

Referring to Tesco’s application reference 07/2665/MOUT (Existing site)

1.  Overdevelopment of the site

2.  Insufficient parking for residents

3.  Roads on the estate too small

4.  No play area on the development

5.  There should be a food outlet on the site (local shop) as people have moved to that location knowing that the supermarket was close at hand

6.  Industrial / residential mixed does not work

7.  Three storey properties would be out of character with surrounding areas

8.  All home should be affordable

Referring to Tesco’s application reference 07/2666/MFUL (Heathpark)

1. This application would be good as this is the use the industrial estate was designed.
