The Town Council notes that this is the only Weeping Ash in Honiton and the tree is clearly visible from Hill Crescent.  Whilst the Town Council understands the reasons for the proposed work, it does not consider this to be in the best interests of the tree.  Unlike the previous application in 2013, the tree is now out of leaf and so the structure of the canopy can be assessed easily.  The Town Council queries whether the tree canopy could be fenced so as to avoid so –called hazards to elderly residents.  For the reasons set out above, the Town Council unanimously objects to this application
