T1, Horse Chestnut – Thin the upper crown by pruning out 1/3rd of the 3rd order branches removing branches that are 3-4m in length and a maximum of 150mm diameter.  Prune branches to the west to give 1.5m clearance of the building.  To make excavations within the rooting zone of the tree using an airspade and prune selected roots below 50mm diameter prior to laying a steel cable and ground anchor.  
Lime – remove 1 piece of dead wood 3m x 100mm over pavement (exception to TPO)
