The Town Council would continue to strongly oppose the development of 300 homes at Hayne Lane, but could not justify such a use of its own finance as the site had been identified through the Local Plan process as a reserve housing site.  The Deputy Town Clerk was instructed to reply to Gittisham Parish Council accordingly.
Item d. above – the Deputy Town Clerk reported the response from the Section 106 Officer with regard to the use of Unilateral Undertakings.  It was noted that due to a recent policy change at EDDC it may now be possible to use such funds for a wider open space brief and the Town Council would be consulted on such use at a future date.
