To receive an update on the Local Plan Inquiry (agenda item continued)

The Deputy Town Clerk provided an update on the Honiton Hearing of the Local Plan Inquiry and advised on the following points:

· EDDC had produced a paper outlining how the proposed 300 homes could be achieved through windfall development within the Honiton Built Up Area Boundary.  The Town Council had supported this position.

· The Hearing had been attended by Welbeck Strategic Land and Gleeson Developments Ltd, both pressing for the sites of their respective planning applications to be allocated immediately under the new Local Plan.

· The Town Council had raised serious concerns over provision of infrastructure, particularly whether sufficient funding is available for improvements to Turks Head junction.
· The Town Council had continued to object to the proposed employment land allocation of 15ha in line with previous representations.

· The Town Council had supported the concerns and points raised by representatives from Gittisham Parish Council.
