The Town Council is concerned that this may suggest that there are plans to substantially develop this area, otherwise there would be little justification for a second railway station.  The Town Council requests that the proposal for a second railway station is removed from the draft Regulation 123 List

· The Town Council further requests that upgrading of the A30 and A303 be included in the draft Regulation 123 List
