Honiton Town Council is concerned that the application is being made to fell two protected trees due to a possibility that by taking up moisture they are contributing to the damage noted to the garage of 27 Hazelwood Close when there seem to be other factors: 

1) The soil has low potential for shrinkage (P3/28)
2) Other reasons are possible such as foundations and/or water from a discharging underground drain pipe (P4/28)

3) The garage is claimed to be (only) just within the expected influencing distance of the oak and just outside the influencing distance of the sycamore (P4/38). 

4) Root identification seems to reveal the largest roots could be those of the sycamore (but other acer  sp are nearby) and only very juvenile roots of the oak (P17/28)

Taking these and other matters into account, Honiton Town Council supports the removal of the sycamore (the nearest relatively large tree to the garage) but objects to the removal of the oak.
