With regard to item 1. Cllr Coombs expressed concern over the planting of the new crab apple tree in such close proximity to the conservatory.  The Deputy Town Clerk was instructed to raise the following issues with the EDDC Senior Arboricultural Officer
· Clarification as to whether the outcome with regard to trees at Newholme, Holyshute House and Oaklea could have been different had the Town Council had delegated authority to determine tree applications,

· Clarification as to the level of protection afforded by TPOs bearing in mind that lime trees at Holyshute House were considered to have an estimated 25 years of life left,

· Clarification as to the role of Town Council Tree Wardens and the weight given by EDDC to the Town Council’s comments on tree applications

· With specific regard to the trees at Newholme, whether any protection measures have been taken to prevent the spread of roots of trees planted in close proximity to the building and clarification as to why the replacement tree was not of the same species as the original tree which was the subject of a TPO.

With regard to item 2. the Deputy Town Clerk advised that EDDC and Connect (for Highways Agency) have been asked to keep the Town Council informed on the timetable for work at Holyshute House.  This is in response to enquiries from local residents.
