The Town Council unanimously objects to this application for the following reasons:

· The existing parking problems in the area will be exacerbated by any additional dwellings

· The site was a former rubbish tip and there is evidence of subsidence which the Town Council believes should be further investigated together with possible contamination

· The installation of a soak away could potentially add to the subsidence problem

· The potential archaeological impact 

· Privacy – the Town Council has concerns that the dwellings will overlook neighbouring properties

· Health and safety – the small green spaces are used by local children for play which will be in conflict with the movement or storage of building materials due to lack of space on the site

· Access – there is no access to the site for building materials other than by the footpath

· Ecology – the removal of any trees will have a noise  impact from the A30 and add to pollution in the area

· The Town Council queries whether the Highways Agency is satisfied with the installation of a soak away in close proximity to the A30

· The Town Council notes that no comment has yet been received from South West Water but wishes to highlight the fact that there are existing problems with the drainage and recurrent blockages in Lee Close

The Town Council recommends that East Devon District Council undertakes a site visit.

It was agreed that the Town Council should apply for Tree Protection Orders to cover the trees on the site.
