Cllr Coombs outlined the discussions at both the site meeting and the meeting of the committee and it was agreed that the Deputy Clerk should write to EDDC (with copies to Ward Members) raising the following points :
a) Delivery of materials from St Michael’s would involve oversailing HTC land at FP4 (the Deputy Clerk to take legal advice and also speak with PROW if necessary on this point) and the concerns of the Town Council regarding health and safety issues
b) Confirmation that EDDC policy is now only to support the development of larger pieces of land for green spaces

c) The intended use of £30K available for this development, the date of the intended audit of green spaces in Honiton and the role of the Town Council in determining the use of such funding.
