To receive and approve the minutes of the Finance Committee meeting dated 16th June 2014 

It was agreed that the minutes be amended to include “and others” in the proposal made by Cllr Halse that the value provided by EDDC be used as valuation for the land. It was also agreed 14/73 b be amended to include “advised that they were” before legally bound to pay and 14/75 be amended to replace Cllr Halse with Cllr Elliot.
It was proposed the minutes be signed and all voted unanimously in favour.

14/332 To resolve recommendations of Finance Committee

IT WAS RESOLVED
a) To approve the Audited Accounts, Supporting Statement for the Year Ending March 2014, Statement of Internal Control and to sign the Annual Return

Cllr Zarczynski felt the Auditor’s report was not accurate as the building was grossly undervalued; the project management team was in place and generally  he was not in agreement with the whole thing.
Cllr Coombs felt that the internal auditor should be informed that Bailey Partnership had provided a project manager following the early retirement of Mr Mears.
Cllr Taylor felt he was in no position to sign the annual return without ensuring all the points were brought to the external auditor’s attention. The Town Clerk confirmed that the information had already been supplied within the Statement of Accounts and that it would be clearly highlighted in a covering letter.
The Mayor felt that generally all the papers were in order and was in agreement with them and proposed that they be approved and signed.

b)  To agree earmarked/allocated funds for 2014/15

This was unanimously agreed. This was RESOLVED.
c)  To agree to borrow up to an additional £100,000 to be repaid through the anticipated income with no increase to the precept and to only draw down on the funds if necessary once liabilities have been agreed.

Cllr Zarczynski confirmed that the amount to borrow should be the amount identified following liability discussions and that it is this amount that should be requested.
Cllr Elliot proposed the loan payment from the precept be used to pay the additional loan with the remainder to be supplemented from the anticipated car park income. This was seconded by Cllr Corke.

To agree to borrow up to an additional £100,000 to be repaid through the anticipated income with no increase to the precept and to only proceed if necessary once liabilities have been agreed.
