The minutes of the meeting had been circulated in advance and were agreed and signed as a correct record. 
The Chairman advised that the member of the public wished to speak on Agenda item 5 - Late Correspondence (item a) with regard to application 15/0612/MFUL – Heathfield House, Rosemount Lane, Honiton.  It was agreed to bring this item forward for consideration.
The Deputy Town Clerk read the email from Cllr M Allen addressed to the Chair of the Planning Committee (Late Correspondence item a ) and provided a report on the Town Council’s comments through the various stages of the application.
The Chairman declared the meeting out of session

The member of the public, who is also the applicant, outlined the ways in which the Town Council’s concerns have been addressed and requested that the Town Council reconsider its objection to the application.   Members of the Committee put questions to the applicant.

The Chairman declared the meeting back in session

Following a discussion, the Town Council agreed that its concerns have been addressed and agreed to support the application (for 3; against 1; abstain 1).  It was also agreed that the Town Council would prefer to see the maximum number of car parking spaces appropriate for the site in order to reduce the need for parking off-site.
The Chairman thanked the applicant for attending and the applicant left the meeting.

It was further agreed to contact the Highways Authority with regard to installing double yellow lines on the section of Rosemount Lane adjacent to the site.
