The Town Council objects to the amended plans as these do not address the original objections and concerns raised by the Town Council.  The Town Council abides by its original comments and restates its objections as follows:
· Limited and poor access for vehicles, including the emergency services

· Concern regarding safety of pedestrians, both local residents and those on the High Street

· The proposal would result in an increase in traffic movements in an already busy area of the High Street

· An increase in vehicle movements across the High Street pavements would detract from the ambience and amenity of the High Street

The Town Council stands by the provisions of the Supplementary Planning Guidance – Chapel Street Development Brief and objects to the fact that the proposal does not provide for either the public garden or the planned visual linkage with adjoining open spaces both private and public (Reg 6.13 Land North and South of Chapel Street, Honiton – Development Brief).

The Town Council wishes to highlight the fact that the provision of the public garden in the Development Brief has only ever been considered as part of Area A due to the adjacent public footpath and the improvement to the amenity of this area.

The Town Council notes the comments of the EDDC Development Manager in response to its letter dated 11th May (minute ref 12/54) and would like to investigate the opportunity for the Town Council itself to adopt the maintenance of the new public space should this be provided in line with the Development Brief.
