· Greater use of  the railway should be made for transport of construction material and clarification should be sought on the involvement of Network Rail in the transport plans

· The Town Council requests that there be one point of contact during construction in order to assist with clear communication and flow of information and that the above issues be addressed prior to the start of construction
The Deputy Town Clerk was instructed to convey the Council’s concerns to East Devon District Council and to thank EDDC for information received to date.
