· Holyshute Cottage, Monkton Road, Honiton – letter from English Heritage stating that the application for listing of Holyshute Cottage has been rejected.  It was noted that the reasons given for rejection are as follows:

· Alteration: the building has undergone significant alteration including change to the height and pitch of the roof, internal alteration and an extension to the north

· Specialist function: the toll-gate which originally stood next to the building has been lost and there is no evidence in the existing fabric of the cottage that points to its possible former use as a tollhouse.

The Deputy Town Clerk was instructed to include the listing of non-designated heritage assets as an agenda item for the next meeting
· 11/0907/FUL – High View, Honiton EX14 9TJ – subdivision of existing property to form 2no dwelling units – notice of appeal – noted

· Consultation on proposals for new neighbourhood planning regulations – the Deputy Town Clerk was instructed to prepare a draft response for approval at the next Planning Committee meeting

· 11/2230/COU – land adjacent to 4A Northcote Lane, Honiton EX14 1NH – Cllr Taylor and Cllr Zarczynski reported on the meeting of the Development Management Committee on 15th November.  The Town Council remains concerned regarding safety aspects of this application which have been brought to the attention of East Devon District Council.  It was agreed to raise this issue with the Town Management Advisory Committee to discuss whether a continuation of the footway could be provided
· The Deputy Town Clerk was instructed to include a report on outstanding planning issues as an agenda item for the next meeting
