The Town Council noted the objection of a local resident and the lack of information on the potential visual impact of the proposed work on the amenity of neighbouring properties.

The Town Council accepted the report of the Tree Warden for St Paul’s Ward and agreed to submit the report to East Devon District Council as follows:

I declare that I know the applicant as do several other members of the Town Council.  I am confident that I can report on this application in an impartial way.  The site is a strip of woodland planted to lessen the visual impact of the Honiton Bramble Hill) Industrial Estate when viewed from the east.  The motivation for felling 12 trees, pollarding seven and coppicing two, as well as removing a branch, is stated to be woodland management.  A plan has been supplied but it is doubtful whether it is to scale and its utility is considerably lessened as the location of these trees is not depicted thereon.  The possible adverse visual impact resulting from the proposed work on neighbouring properties in Oaklea,  the Gissage Riverside Walk and properties further east I consider to be important, especially as some of the industrial units are in a skyline position. I do not believe that it is possible to gauge the effect of the proposed work without a marked site plan.  Trees covered by a TPO are usually only removed if dead, dying or dangerous and no evidence has been supplied of these considerations being relevant.

It is possible that the trees require thinning due to having been planted close together and this may be likely as no replanting is planned.
My recommendation is that an attempt should be made to obtain a marked plan showing behind which properties in Oaklea the trees subject to the proposed work are growing and that the District Council should be made aware of the value as a screen of at least part of the woodland.

The Town Council therefore requests a detailed plan showing where the trees are situated in relation to properties in Oaklea in order to assess the potential visual impact of the proposed work from those properties.
