HONITON PARISH TOWN CRIER

The Honiton Town Crier, as appointed by the Town Council, shall have responsibility for any cries required in the Parish of Honiton in Devon.

The Town Council and the Honiton Town Crier shall have regard for and uphold the Rules of Membership in respect of The Proper Dignity of The Ancient and Honourable Guild of Town Criers.
In accordance with the Rules of Membership, any external town crier shall not be permitted to make any cries in the parish of Honiton without the prior knowledge and permission of the Mayor, Chairman or Proper Officer of Honiton Town Council and shall fully co-operate with the Honiton Town Crier, who shall be permitted to accompany the independent town crier.
